The Colorado Department of Transportation is beginning data collection for the

US 6 and Wadsworth Boulevard Environmental Assessment. The Environmental
Assessment will study possible improvements to the US 6 (6th Avenue) and
Wadsworth Boulevard Interchange and to Wadsworth Boulevard from approximately
4th Avenue to 14th Avenue, as shown. A “No Action” Alternative - which would not
provide any transportation improvements - will also be considered.

The Environmental Assessment is being prepared in accordance with the
requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) of 1969. The NEPA
process requires agencies proposing federally-funded transportation projects to
integrate environmental values into the planning process, evaluate potential adverse
and beneficial impacts of the proposed project, and consider mitigation measures
